Other marks used are Orange blow up buoys numbered 1, 2, 3, 4, etc
Hazards are: Moored Barges and Tugs etc mainly located opposite mark 30, and just after Folly Point mooring buoys Pin Up Upper and Lower.
GUIDANCE FOR SAILING ON THE RIVER MEDWAY

Commercial shipping have right of way in the buoyed main channel and cannot change course for sailing dinghies.

Should a ship be passing through the racing area a rib will escort the ship.  NO DINGHY MAY SAIL BETWEEN RIB AND SHIP.

The speed of the tide is faster on the corner like Folley and Darnet Points and slower over the mud banks see the Medway chart on the wall of the clubhouse.

Over the two day regatta the tide will be incoming for the midday period.  The foreshore will therefore be packed with dinghies between races.  It is suggested that you carry spare ropes and mooring lines so that you can tie up to one of the buoys on the inner row of trots downstream from the club.  Make sure you make contact with the rib drivers to arrange transfer to the slipway.      
CAMPING

Camping in tents during the Medway Regatta is permitted at the far end of the car park (in the designated roped off area). For safety reasons NO Motor Vehicles are allowed in the Tented Area.
Any campers in tents likely to be using their cars during the weekend are advised to park as near as possible to the entrance gate on the uphill side to avoid being blocked in.

DIRECTIONS TO THE WILSONIAN SAILING CLUB
From M25 turn onto A2/M2  

(Junction No. 2) towards Dover (East)

Pass Bluewater exit

Pass Northfleet exit

Pass Gravesend Central exit

Pass Gravesend East exit

Pass Cobham/Shorne exit

Take next exit signposted A228 towards Grain

At end of dual carriageway turn first left at roundabout

Proceed up hill to next roundabout and turn right towards Hoo

At roundabout straight on towards Hoo

Approximately half a mile towards Hoo look out for small farm track on right identified by wooden posts painted black, white and yellow (WSC colours).

Turn on to track and proceed up hill passing farm buildings on either side of the track

Continue straight on until you reach WSC car park

The dinghy park is reached by a made up track down hill through the woods 

For the Regatta this track is controlled by club officials
